TSS fittings are produced in a range of standard sizes to suit steel tubing to BS 1387
(ISO 65), medium and heavy guage, from 26.9 to 60.3mm outside diameter.

Tubing to other specifications can be used, providing the outside diameter is compatible
with BS 1387 (ISO 65) and wall thickness is not less than 3.2mm.

In addition to this standard finish, tube, fittings and accessories can be supplied with
polyester/powder coating in a range of colours.

The coatings are highly durable and is usually applied to products that are already
galvanised.
